6. Can you think of anything that has no color?

Your
tongue? Your nails?

8. Isyour hair color the same as the people in your family? Your eye color? Your skin color?
Tongue? Nails? If they're the same, are they exactly the same, or do you have your own
special coloring?

An Activity o Try: Bubbles in a Bottlel
Ask a grown-up to remove the label from an empty plastic soda bottle or water bottle (a
clear one works best). Pour about an inch of water info the bottle. Add 2 squirts of dish
soap, cap it up tightly and SHAKE until it's full of bubbles! Parents: Supervise your child the
entire time he or she is playing with the bottle in order to avoid spills and/or ingestion (read the label on
your dish soap). We strongly recommend securing the cap with hot glue or duct tape.
